
SMARTboard Instructional Activity Outline

This SMARTboard activity is designed for a 7th grade Civics class.
 The Virginia Standard of Learning that applies to this activity is Standard CE.2b and it reads as follows:
The student will demonstrate knowledge of the foundations of American constitutional government by:
b) explaining the significance of the Virginia Company of London, the Virginia Declaration of Rights, the Declaration of Independence, the Articles of Federation, the Virginia Statute for Religious Freedom, and the Constitution of the United States, including the Bill of Rights.
The activity is designed to expose students to the Bill of Rights. It helps the students understand the basic principles of freedom as outlined in the document.  It also gives the student the opportunity to explore vocabulary related to the Bill of Rights. The students make a foldable that will later serve as a study guide for an assessment. Finally, it incorporates a technology tool to encourage the students to use a website to further expand their knowledge of the Bill of Rights. 
I would determine if the lesson and the subsequent lessons on the Bill of Rights were successful by creating a test of the student’s knowledge.  The test would incorporate a matching section that would require students to match the number to the amendment.  I would also test vocabulary knowledge by giving the students a set of multiple choice questions.  Finally, I would include an essay/short answer section asking students to describe life without the freedoms associated with the Bill of Rights.
