	Procedures
	1. Review with the class: As we covered in our discussion, there are five fundamental political principles. Who

can name one? (write each answer on the Smartboard with a brief description)

a. Consent of the governed – The people are the source of any and all governmental power.
b. Limited government – Government is not all-powerful and may do only those things the people have given it the power to do.
c. Rule of Law- The government and those who govern are bound by the law, as are those who are governed.
d. Democracy- In a democratic system of government, the people rule.
e. Representative Government – In a representative system of government, the people elect public office holders to make laws and conduct government on the people’s behalf.
2. Divide the class into seven small groups. Give each group an assigned political principle
They are to answer the following questions about their principle , and

be prepared to share with the class.

a. What is the name of your priniciple?

b.  Give an example of how your principle has been implemented in the history of the United States.For example, if your principle is democracy, define it and tell about a democratic system of government and a historical figure that was a supporter of democracy.
